During his last sermon, he
said to his Companions: "God has sent me for all mankind, so spread my message to all
mankind." (Ibn Hisham)In The Last Sermon (Khutbah) of Prophet Muhammad (saw)he
commanded Muslims and said "O People, lend me an attentive ear, for I know not whether
after this year, I shall ever be amongst you again. Therefore listen to what I am saying to you
very carefully and TAKE THESE WORDS TO THOSE WHO COULD NOT BE PRESENT
HERE TODAY.Remember, one day you will appear before ALLAH and answer your deeds. So
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beware, do not stray from the path of righteousness after I am gone. O People, NO PROPHET
OR APOSTLE WILL COME AFTER ME AND NO NEW FAITH WILL BE BORN. Reason well,
therefore, O People, and understand words which I convey to you. I leave behind me two
things, the QURAN and my example, the SUNNAH and if you follow these you will never go
astray.All those who listen to me shall pass on my words to others and those to others again;
and may the last ones understand my words better than those who listen to me directly. Be my
witness, O ALLAH, that I have conveyed your message to your people".Now Im reading the
hadith which states "Abstain from innovations, for every kind of innovation is a bid'ah, and
every bid'ah is misguidance and all misguidance leads to hell fire." [Sunan Abu Dawud, Kitab-
us-Sunnah, Book 40 Hadith number 4590]. Allah Almighty stated in the Holy Quran "..Today I
have perfected your Din (Religion) for you, and have completed My Blessing upon you, and
have chosen for you Islam (as) Din (a complete code of life)..." [Quran 5:3]Conclusion :
Conveying the message therefore does not require a high level of scholarship, it is in fact a
responsibility of each and every Muslim, according to his or her ability.Islam is the complete
way of life from Allah for all humanity and we must deliver the message to all of humanity. The
idea we should not do dawah to non muslims has no evidence from Quran and sunnah but
rather it is a man made idea an innovation a bidah and every bidah is misguidance and every
